The faculty and staff at Connections provides you and your child with an excellent 
educational experience. We provide a stable and experienced staff; an individual 
curriculum that meets your child’s specific needs; a low student/teacher ratio; a fine arts 
program that includes art and music; and a health and wellness program which includes 
nutrition classes, independent living skills, a sports program, and swimming instruction. But 
we need your help!

This year our goal is to raise more so that we can provide new programs for the children. 
It will take us all to do it! 

The CECPB Board of Directors is the governing body of this charter school. Board members 
are responsible for overseeing the activities of the school that include budget, operating 
policies, and managing disputes or conflicts. The board meets monthly to discuss and vote on 
the affairs of the school.
